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DANCING IN THE STARS
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Abstract:

In  1999  a  new  age  in  Earth  observation
dawned  with  the  launch  of  the  first
commercial imaging satellite with less than
1m resolution.   Satellites  with  1m or  less
resolution provide considerable detail about
man  made  features.   In  addition  to
buildings, cars, oil production facilities and
even stripes in the road are commonly seen
in the imagery.   With the 2005 release of
Google Earth, the public learned what can
be seen with satellites and how easy it can
be to use.  The role of satellite imagery in
the  Oil  and  Gas  industry  has  grown  so
rapidly,  that  today  the  industry  is  the
second largest commercial user of satellite
imagery.

In the first part of this presentation we will
go through a gallery of images and see how
they  are  used  in  the  exploration  and
production of oil and gas

We will  look at how the satellites function,
how they create images of the earth.  What
they can and can’t do… learn why it is not
as easy as Jack Bauer makes it look.  

This year three new satellites have joined
the constellation of imaging satellites.  We
will  look  at  the  capabilities  of  these  new
satellites  and  why  they  truly  will  be
“Dancing  in  the  Stars”  as  they  acquire
images for us.   But more importantly how
these added capabilities will apply to the Oil
and Gas industry.  

Biography:

Gary joined Spatial  Energy at  the founding  in
December  2005 as the Director  for  Customer
Service.  As the Director of Customer Service
he works with customers to determine the best
imagery  available  and  coordinate  new
acquisition. Gary works with Customers to find
innovative applications of satellite imagery in all
phases  of  Oil  and  Gas  production.  He  is
working with customers to deliver their imagery
directly to the desktop over the Internet.

Gary was Director of Land System Engineering
for Input/Output from 2000-2005.  Input/Output
is the largest US based supplier of geophysical
equipment  used in  seismic exploration for  Oil
and Gas.   Mr. Crews directed all engineering
efforts for land equipment.

From 1972 to 1999 Gary was the Principal
Geophysicist for Atlantic Richfield (ARCO).
Over  a  27  year  career  Gary  held  many
technical  and  management  positions  in
operations  and  research  of  seismic
exploration methods.   In the mid 80 Gary
introduced  the  use  of  aerial  and  satellite
imagery to the planning and operations of
3D  seismic  surveys.   This  started  his
interest in the use of imagery that continues
to today.
